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Installation Instructions:
1.

Loosen set screw @, but DO NOT REMOVE - then remove adaptor @.

Loosen set screw ®, but DO NOT REMOVE - then remove cable strain relief ®.

Loosen the 2 clamping bar screws @ on the strain relief.

Strip outer jacket of cable (1-1/4"} and strip each conductor covering (3/8"). Slip this end of cable through
both rubber bushings ® and @. Insert cable conductors into the brass connectors @ and secure with set
screw @ as shown in Figure 2.

Screw on adaptor @ securely, and lock with set screw @.

Screw strain relief ® on securely, and lock with set screw ®.

Tighten cable clamp bar screws @ to Jock cable in place.
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CAUTION: This unit must be properly assembled to an attachment plug cap of three wire grounding type
suitable for use in the same hazardous location - Class and Group as listed on the lighting unit
nameplate. ,

Maintenance Checklist:

1. Inspect floodlight housing and lens for any cracks or breaks. Unit or lens must be replaced if any cracks or
breaks are found.

2. Check that the cord and piug has no visible damage to insulation or wires. Cord and plug must be replaced if
damaged.

3. Check the cord terminations to ensure wires are securely connected to terminals.

4, Use an ohmmeter to check connection of ground terminai on plug to floodlight housing.

5. Remove lens cover, remove lamp and check lamp socket for any breaks and wiring for any deterioration due
to temperature. Replace lamp socket if cracked or broken. If wiring has deterioration, the unit must be
replaced.

6. With the lamp still removed, perform a hi-pot test between the hot and neutral conductors on the cord and
the floodlight enclosure. At a test voltage of 500 Volts AC, the unit passes if the measured leakage current is

less than 5 milliamperes.

7. Replace the lamp & the lamp cover and ensure that the cord connector housing is re-assembled and
tightened properly per the instruction sheet.

8. Plug in the floodlight to the proper power supply and ensure the lamp lights properly. If good, put the
floodlight back into service.
